The team defeated Moss Vale High School, 4 – 1, on 21st May to qualify for the finals at Unanderra. The game was closer than the score suggests and proved to be a real ‘wake up call’ for Woonona.

In Wednesday’s first game we defeated Goulburn HS, 4 – 1, to qualify for the final in the afternoon. As always, Goulburn were very strong and have a proud record in this competition over many years. 

The final, against Keira HS, was a very close contest with the score at 2 - all at half time. The lead changed twice more early in the second half, before our skilful passing and finishing gave us a clear 6 – 3 victory.
